After breakfast, check out from the Chennai hotel

Departure for Mahabalipuram:  After breakfast, leave for Mahabalipuram 
(Approx. 1.5-2 hours drive), a UNESCO World Heritage site known for its historic 
temples and monuments.

Pancha Rathas: Start your exploration with a visit to Pancha Rathas 
(Five Rathas), which are monolithic rock-cut temples, each named after the 
Pandavas from the Indian epic Mahabharata. Learn about the architectural 
styles of ancient Dravidian temples.

Shore Temple: Visit the Shore Temple, located on the shores of the Bay of 
Bengal. This temple complex is famous for its intricate stone carvings and is a 
masterpiece of Dravidian architecture. Discuss the religious and cultural 
significance of the temple, its unique design, and its importance in South Indian 
temple architecture.

2.5-3 
hours drive), a former French colony known for its colonial architecture and 
vibrant culture.

Aurobindo Ashram: Visit the Sri Aurobindo Ashram, a place of spiritual and 
philosophical significance. Learn about the life of Sri Aurobindo and his 
contributions to Indian independence and the spiritual movement in India.

Auroville: Explore Auroville, an international township founded on the principles of 
human unity. The township is dedicated to peace, sustainability, and cultural 
exchange.

Promenade Beach & French Quarter: Walk through the Promenade Beach and 
visit the French Quarter, where you can admire the well-preserved French colonial 
buildings.
